Craft Ideas 
 

1. Build a Boat 
 

You will need: 
 

• Empty boxes 
• Plastic cartons 
• Paper and other scrap materials 

 
Instructions: 
 

1. Using your imagination and your materials, build a boat (image attached for 
example). 

2. Paul travelled on boats to many different places to tell people about the Risen King 
Jesus. Use your boat to help you act out Paul’s journeys. 

 
 

You might not travel to all the places that Paul did, but you can be involved in the 
mission by telling your friends, your family and your neighbours about the Risen King 
Jesus. 

 
 

2. Make the Signposts 
 

You will need: 
 

• Signpost template (see below) 
• Cardstock to print on or to glue signs onto  
• Paddle pop sticks or similar to glue sign onto 
• Glue 
• Pens/pencils/crayons 
• Scissors 

 
Instructions: 
 

1. Print signs onto cardstock or paper  
2. Trace over town names 
3. If printed on paper, then glue onto card to make them stronger 
4. Colour in signs 
5. Glue onto paddle pop sticks or similar  

 
 

Use the signs to retell the story with the boat above. Draw Paul and his companions on 
separate bits of paper or card to help retell the story.

Game Ideas 
 

1. Paul Packing Relay 
 
You will need: 
 

• 2 small bags e.g. kids backpack. 
• 2 sets of items for the kids to pack e.g. some form of clothing, shoes, bible, hat, 

food item.  
• 2 sets of items Paul wouldn't have had e.g. phone (toy or real), camera, car keys 

or toy car etc. 
 

Instructions: 
 

1. Place the packing items in 2 piles and the bag at one end of the play area 
(hallway, lounge room, yard, wherever you have space for short running 
distance). 

2. Start at the opposite end to where you have placed the packing items. 
3. On ‘GO’, run and collect the bag and bring it back to the starting position. They 

keep running back and forth collecting all the things, 1 by 1, that Paul could pack 
leaving behind the things that Paul wouldn’t have had like the phone. 

4. First person to finish packing Paul’s bag is the winner. 
 
 

2. Journey Memory Game 
 

Instructions: 
 

1. Someone begins a sentence by saying “I’m going on a journey and I’m taking 
___________ (say something you’d take on a journey e.g. Bible”).  

2. Next person then says “I’m going on a journey and I’m taking __________ (first 
person item) and ___________ (whatever person 2 item is). 

3. Next person says “I’m going on a journey and I’m taking __________ (1st person 
item) and _________ (2nd person item) and ______________ (3rd person item). 

4. Continue playing until someone forgets an item. 
 

OR  
 
5. Play as above but when it gets to what you’re taking on your journey you have to 

describe the item instead e.g. “I’m going on a journey and I’m taking something 
that you take photos with (camera). 

6. 2nd person says “I’m going on a journey and I’m taking a camera (1st person) and 
something to keep my teeth clean (toothbrush). 

7. 3rd person “I’m going on a journey and I’m taking a camera, toothbrush and 
something to buy a gift with (money) etc. Keep playing until someone forgets an 
item. 

 
 
 



 

		
	
	
	
					

		

Acts Chapter 13 & 14	

Over 10 weeks Quiz Worx Home Delivery is exploring the Book Of Acts. 
 
Acts is the second volume of Jesus’ ministry, as recorded by the historian Luke. 
 
Jesus’ earthly ministry is recorded in the gospel of Luke up until the time of Jesus‘ death 
and resurrection. The second volume, which we call “Acts”, continues to record the ministry 
of Jesus. Yet that ministry is now done through his people, by the power of the Holy Spirit 
(see Acts 1:1-8). 
 
Acts 1:8 sets the focus of the book. Through the power of the Holy Spirit the apostles (and 
those who would follow their teaching) were to be witnesses of Jesus, starting in Jerusalem, 
but then moving beyond that to Judea, Samaria, and ultimately to the ends of the earth. 
 
The teaching of the book of Acts is that through his death and resurrection, Jesus is the 
person whom God has appointed as king of his kingdom. Jesus is the Risen King! And he has 
a mission. Jesus’ mission is that people from all around the world would hear that Jesus is 
the king. And Jesus’ mission is that people from all around the world would accept Jesus as 
their king. 
 
Through our weekly Kids’ Talk videos we will look at how Jesus’ mission began to spread 
despite the things and people who tried to stop it. Each Kids’ Talk video has accompanying 
discussion questions for you to work through with your children. 
 
We have also provided some further ‘Digging Deeper’ Family devotions. These will help you 
and your family work through the book of Acts and discover more about Jesus’ mission as 
carried out by his people, by the power of the Holy Spirit. 
 
We realise that the book of Acts is a long book - 28 chapters in all. As such, there will be 
some parts of the book that will not be directly looked at in either the Kids’ talks or the 
‘Digging Deeper’ Family Devotions. If you and your family wish to read through these extra 
sections, then please feel free to do so! 
 
As we journey through Acts together, we are going to see again and again that the mission 
of the Risen King Jesus cannot be stopped.

Acts Chapter 13 & 14	

So far in the Book of Acts, Jesus’ mission has gone to Jerusalem, Judea and Samaria. In this 
Kids’ Talk video, we see the apostle Paul start to take the mission of Jesus to ‘the ends of the 
earth.’ Paul knew that Jesus had called him to spread his mission by the power of the Holy 
Spirit because Jesus’ mission is for people all around the world to hear that Jesus is the King 
and to accept Jesus as their King. 

1. Paul went on his journey armed with 2 very special things. What were they? 
2. Did everyone accept the message of Jesus? 
3. Can you remember the many ways that Jesus’ mission could have been stopped? Did 

anything stop it? That’s because the mission of the Risen King Jesus (finish the 
sentence!)

Devotion 1- Acts 13: 1-12 

In this section, Paul and Barnabas journey to the city of Paphos, on the Island of Cyprus. The 
governor of Cyprus wants to hear God’s Word and so he sends for them. However, the 
Governor’s attendant, who was also a false prophet and a sorcerer tries to stop them. What 
happens next is amazing! 
 

1. What were the believers in Antioch doing in verses 1-4? Why were they doing these 
things? 

2. Elymas tried to stop God's mission. Whose power made him go blind? 
3. How did this event help God’s mission?

Family Devotions	
	

Devotion 2 – Acts 13: 13-52 (if you have younger kids, just read verses 32-52 and 
answer questions 2 & 3) 
 

After a long speech by Paul in Pisidian Antioch, a group of Jews become jealous of Paul. How 
far will their jealousy push them and will this stop the mission of the Risen King Jesus? 
 

1. In this passage, Paul recounts the history of Israel. Why did he do this? (Hint: look at 
verses 23-25)  

2. In verse 52 we are told that the disciples were filled with joy. How could they have joy in 
such a hard situation? 

3. Can you explain the Good News of Jesus in your own words- from verses 32-39? 
 
 

Pray 

Has anyone ever responded badly to you sharing the Good News of Jesus with them? How 
did you react? Talk about that as a family & then ask God to help you to keep speaking of 
him, even when people don’t want us to.  
 

Pray that God will bring you joy in all situations.  
 

Thank God for the Good News of Jesus. 
 

 

Extra: 14:1-7 
 

1. Paul & Barnabas spoke bravely about Jesus even when people tried to stop them. Why 
did God enable them to do miracles too? 

2. What were the different reactions to their message? 
 

 

Devotion 3 – Acts 14: 8-28 
 

A crowd of Gentiles in Lystra see Paul heal a lame man and they respond in an unusual way. 
No sooner are the crowds persuaded by some Jewish visitors. The result is gripping... 
 

1. What does this passage tell you about who God is and what he’s done? 
2. Why weren’t Barnabas and Paul happy with the crowd’s response to the miracle? 
3. Are there things you care about more than God? What can you do to make God number 

one in your life? 
 

Pray 
 

Thank God that he provides all our needs. 
 

Ask God to help you love him more than anyone or anything. 
 
 

On a map, look up all the places mentioned in Acts 13 & 14. Pray that Jesus’ mission will 
continue to spread in those places today.
